Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ, 
   We are in the Second Sunday of Advent 
and the gospel gives an introduction of John 
the Baptist, an important personage during 
this time of Advent. The gospel reading 
starts by giving us different names and tells 
us first who the civil leaders were.  Tiberius 
Caesar, the Roman Emperor, Pontius Pilate, 
governor of Judea, Herod the tetrarch of Galilee (the west side of 
the lake of Galilee), and his brother Philip tetrarch of Ituraea and 
Trachonitis (the east side of the lake of Galilee) and Lysanias 
tetrarch of Abilene (area of what is today Damascus, Syria). 
Second the religious leaders, the high priests Annas and 
Caiaphas.  
   Pope Benedict said in the Angelus message of the Second 
Sunday of Advent of 2009, ñthe abundance of references to all 
the political and religious authorities of Palestine in A.D. 27-28ï 
the Evangelist evidently wanted to warn those who read or hear 
about it that the Gospel is not a legend but the account of a true 
story, that Jesus of Nazareth is a historical figure who fits in the 
precise context . . . after this historical introduction, the subject 
becomes the ñWord of Godò, presented as a power that comes 
from Heaven and settles upon John the Baptist.ò  
   I am pointing out what the gospel speaks of the historical 
introduction to say the Word of God enters into history, the 
prophets announced the coming of the Messiah, to prepare a 
way for the Lord and we gather in the liturgical assembly as a 
consequence of these events that happened 2000 years ago. So 
that the Word of God is alive even in our lives today, that is 
Jesus Christ the Word made flesh from the Virgin Mary. 
   On Tuesday the Church honors the Virgin Mary with the title of 
the Immaculate Conception. This title became a dogma in 1854 
by Pope Pius the IX. However this title to the Virgin Mary was 
used before the promulgation of the dogma. In fact in 1847 the 
Immaculate Conception was named as the Patroness of the 
United States by the same pope. This happened in the 1st Synod 
of Baltimore in the presence of twenty US Bishops.  
   The apparitions of the Virgin Mary of Lourdes are linked with 
the Solemnity of the Immaculate Conception. The Virgin Mary 
told Bernadette, that ñI am the Immaculate Conceptionò. These 
apparitions happened in year 1858.  
   So to say, the Sensus Fidei  (sense of faith)  is very important 
in the life of the church. That is why it is very important what I 
said before, that the Word of God has a consequence in history 
and is alive in our lives. For this I will not tire to say that every 
time we gather for the Eucharistic celebration every Sunday, the 
Lord is present and changes our lives. Our presence at the 
Eucharist is very important if we want the Lord to be part of our 
lives.

Be sure to clearly mark the donation so 
we apply it properly.  Janet Hanson, our previous parish 
administrator, is leading the furnishing effort.  We have 
some furnishings but will need more.  We will need to 
purchase mattresses, lamps, night stands, dressers.  Again, 
thank you for your support! 
 
As we prepare the rectory, we also prepare our hearts to 
receive Jesus at Christmas.  This week we hear John the 
Baptist cry out, òMake straight a highway for our God.ó  
Take time to reflect on this Sundayõs gospel reading as we 
prepare for the joyful celebration of Christmas.
